young national leaderships program and the security track. 85 specialized trainers participated
as volunteers in this initiative.

This initiative is the Foundation’s responsible response to the Coronavirus pandemic; the
Foundation worked with a specialized team to determine the tracks and programs that are
compatible with its strategies. The initiative focuses on the community needs that contribute to
enriching the knowledge, technical and artistic diversity of Al-Ahsa and Diriyah communities;
the initiative also aims at developing the community skills and investing in their time during the
summer vacation, especially under the circumstances of COVID-19 pandemic.

The initiative is represented by a set of programs, meetings and workshops offered by
Abdulmonem Alrashed Humanitarian Foundation in a strategic partnership with the
Al-Ahsa Chamber.
